Magisterial candidate Grace Hillebrand and County Commissioner candidate Charles Spano were present.

Six residents from Meadow Creek appeared before the Board as they read in the newspaper that a drainage project was happening in their neighborhood. The group was told about the Conway drainage issue.  The plan to repair does not include any stormwater plans in the roadway.  The group expressed concern over drainage problems in their development and also asked to be place on the “need paving” list.
Two bids were received for “Small Paving”; one from Abington Paving and one from Bear Owens.  Joseph Sproul motioned to award the bid to the lowest responsible bidder, Abington Paving.  Mark Dougherty seconded and the bid was unanimously approved.
A public hearing was held at 6:30 this date regarding proposed Ordinances 231 and 232 concerning stormwater management.  Len Gorney was the only person present and had no comment.  As both ordinances were duly advertised, Mark Dougherty motioned first to accept Ordinance 231, Stormwater Management.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the ordinance was unanimously approved.  Ordinance 232, MS4 Operation and Maintenance was unanimously approved after motion by Mark Dougherty and second by Joseph Sproul.
Manager O’Neill acknowledged receipt of plans for the Pony Express Store from the new owner.  The Manager would like to meet with the Solicitor regarding the plans as it seemed that the new property owner had no knowledge of the existing zoning restrictions on the property.  Supervisor Dougherty asked that the Manager follow the progress very closely
Per Act 164 of 2014, the Board unanimously approved, after motion by Mark Dougherty and second by Joseph Sproul, the appointment by Scott Thorpe of Kellliann Thorpe as Deputy Tax Collector. 

The Manager stated the water line project designed to mitigate contaminated water in the Ivy Park area of the Township will begin shortly, involving 20 miles of line. 
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Secretary Griswold announced the first meeting of the Township Sesquicentennial Committee will be held on Tuesday, April 14th. At 7:00 PM.                    
Mark Dougherty motioned to appoint Mia Vitali as a temporary, part-time employee, replacing one that is leaving the Township’s employ.  Joseph Sproul seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.
There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting adjourned at 7:45 PM.
