The meeting was advertised to award the bid for the Gravel Pond Road Reconstruction Project.
Bids were received on May 21, 2015 as advertised.  The bid opening results are on the following page and are hereby made a part of these minutes.  The project was estimated to be below $750,000 for Phase I.  Phases II and III are to follow.  Two of the three easements needed have been obtained.

Funding options for the Project were discussed.  A PIB loan, the most likely funding source, would have terms of 10 years at 1.65% interest.  A back up loan should be obtained from Peoples Security.  Joseph Sproul motioned to redirect funds from Capital Reserve to this Project as interim funding.  Mark Dougherty seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.  
Joseph Sproul motioned to award the base bid only to New Enterprise Stone and Lime Co Inc. in the amount of $678,105.50.  Mark Dougherty seconded and the award was unanimously approved.

In other business:  Giles Stanton asked that low manholes on the Boulevard be repaired; Mark Dougherty asked that Penndot inspect the signal timing on all traffic lights in the Township; Joseph Sproul would like
Penndot to clean sweep the roadways in “town”.  Foreman Faraday stated the rental for the sweeper is $2,700 per week.

The meeting adjourned at 12:40 PM.
