Manager O’Neill stated he had spoken with the owner last month, but will now send certified mail.  Supervisor Sproul stated the Property Maintenance Code ordinance should be revisited.
Bruce Stone, Willowbrook Road, was present to ask about the status of the Edella Road bridge project. He was told that the Engineer is currently performing deed work.  Solicitor Jones outlined the procedure.
