Len Gorney, in attendance, mentioned he heard many nice comments about the holiday lighting in the Park.

Mark Dougherty motioned to approve Resolution 15-07, Police Contract with Ransom Township and signature by Chairman of same.  The contract is 2.5% more than last year with a maximum of $85,210 annually. Joseph Sproul seconded and the resolution was unanimously approved.  Resolution 15-08, Police Contract with Newton Township and signature by Chairman of same.  The contract has a maximum of $65,000 annually.  Mark Dougherty seconded and the resolution was unanimously approved.  Resolution 15-09 was unanimously approve after motion by Joseph Sproul and second by Giles Stanton.  This resolution sets the 2016 tax levy as 12.75 mils for general purposes; 1.25 mils for fire purposes and 1 mil for recreation.

Engineer George Parker submitted the Toth simple subdivision.  The plan has been approved by the Planning Commission and has met engineering comments.  Joseph Sproul motioned, Mark Dougherty seconded and the plan was unanimously approved and signed.
Joseph Sproul motioned to approve the 2016 Budget in total as $7,390,888.  Mark Dougherty seconded and the budget was unanimously approved.
