Maryellen and Charles Tharp, 506 Highland Ave were present.  Mrs. Tharp brought up the following:  1) high grass on neighboring property for sale again and lack of ordinance, 2) condition of Garcia property on Scott Road, 3) condition of Northern Blvd below the interchange ramps, 4) Friendly’s lot is turning into a truck parking lot, 5) dog issue, 6) paving of Fawn Hill Road and 7) asked if Township has an official stance on the Keystone Landfill issue.  Manager O’Neill stated the grass has been cut and plans are forthcoming on the Friendly’s lot.  Giles Stanton stated the Board has been reviewing a property maintenance ordinance but has not yet passed one. Regarding the dog issue, Mrs. Tharp was advised to contact the police department.  There is no official position on the landfill.
Mr. and Mrs. John Durdan and Mr. Greg Guzy, all of Highland Ave, were present to discuss a water/mud problem at their properties due to the new construction site across the street, and since a varied paving angle.  Mrs. Durdan was also concerned that it would be icy in winter.  Mr. Guzy provided pictures.  Chairman Stanton showed surprise that regulation of this type of problem was not in existence.  The owner will be contacted by the Manager to remedy the problem.  Mr. Durdan also inquired if individual Board members can be contacted after hours, and also complained about the condition of Northern Boulevard.  Mr. Stanton told Mr. Durdan he can call him anytime and assured audience members that the Boulevard would be paved soon.  Mr. Durdan also noted that Aqua American Water Company does not have an emergency phone number.  Len Gorney asked if the Township had been notified about “chipping” Scott Road.  There has not been any notification.
On August 5, 2016, bids were opened as advertised for Sanitary Sewer TV Inspection, Joint Testing, and Grouting.  Five bids were received with one having a mathematical error. The bid summary is attached and hereby made a part of these Minutes.  All others were deemed responsive.  Mark Dougherty motioned to award the bid to Sewer Specialty Services, the low bidder, in the amount of $41,822.50, conditional upon a favorable bond review by the Solicitor.  Giles Stanton seconded and the contingent award was unanimously approved.
The Board of Supervisors accepted an extension from Millett Real Estate Extension due to stormwater issues.  Mark Dougherty motioned, Giles Stanton seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.
Engineer Letwinsky was present for Hampton Estates.  A procedural step to make one deed for two properties was unanimously approved after motion by Mark Dougherty and second by Giles Stanton.
The Manager noted the Lackawanna County Township Association dinner scheduled for 8/18.    Edella Road is scheduled for closing August 22nd.  Mark Dougherty motioned to approve a Lackawanna County Repository sale of 1024 Greenbrier Drive.  Giles Stanton seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.
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Mark Dougherty motioned to approve an invoice to Leeward for $53,889.30, which involves Gravel Pond Road, Phase II. 

Giles Stanton seconded and the invoice was unanimously approved. 
There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting adjourned at 7:56 PM
